Was Eminent Writer on

DIES AT UNIONVILLE

(Special Despatch fo The Globe.)
Urnionville, Dec. 31.—Dr.

E. Braithwaite, former President ¢f the
University of Wesftern Ontario, Lon-

don, and former National Organizer of
the Interchurch ¥orward Movement in
Canada, died at his home here Satur-
day morning following more than a
yvear’s period of ill health. Besides be-
ing a brilliant scholar and a writer of
note on theological subjescts, he  was
regarded as being one of the Dbest-
known divines in the United Church
of Canada.

Born in Unionville,

Dr, Brzithwaite was a son of the
late M. M. Braithwaite, and was born
in Unionville 63 years ago. He re-
ceived his early education at the Union-
ville Public and Markham High Schools
and later attended MeGill University,
Oberlin Collegz, Oberlin, ©Ohio, and
Harvard University, at the latter of
which he received the degrees of M.A.
and Ph.D. He was engaged in minis-
terial work in the Maritime Provincss,
in Western Canada and the Unifaed
States, and was for some time wvastor
of the Northern Congregational Church
and Broadview Presbyterian.

Lectured at Columbia.

In June of 1919 Dr. Braithwaite was
invited by fthe President of Columbia
University to deliver the baccalaureate
address, a signal honor, and one rarely
accorded a Canadian.
